CSC*262 Programming Mobile Devices I exists within the ConnSCU system. As a part of the modification being proposed for the Information Systems degree and the Software Developer Certificate, this course is being created to satisfy the growing need in the marketplace for mobile programming skills. As more companies create applications for deployment on mobile devices, there is a growing need for this type of specialize programming expertise. Mobile application development is skill that is currently in high demand and this is expected to continue to grow; mobile development as a career segment may be growing twice as fast as the overall job market. The short supply of professionals with this skill is due to the newness of these platforms.  This course is intended to position students in the IS program for the changing demands of the world of programming.
