The academic dress worn today originated in the universities of the Middle Ages when classrooms were unheated
and the academicgown and hood kept scholars warm. Itbecame a distinctive symbol of academic pursuit, setting
theacademicapart fromthe non-academic, hencethe” gownversusthetown” phrasethatcontinues eventoday.

Priortothe AmericanCivilWar, mostAmericancollege and university studentsworethegowndaily duringthe
entireterm of study. The gown became standardized in1894 when the AmericanIntercollegiate Commission
determined that all robes would be black. The master’s robe is distinguishable by long, closed sleeves; the doctor’s
gownby afacingofblack velvet fromthe hem totheneck and back, withthree velvet bandsaround eachsleeve
above theelbow,

Thetraditional hood displayssignificant colors. The liningrepresentsthe colors ofthe university grantingthe
wearer's highest degree. The color ofthe facing of the hood signifies the individual’s academic discipline or
school ofstudy. Althoughthere hasbeenmuchinnovationingownand cap designinrecent years, thestandard
colors representing the various academic disciplines have remained the same.
